Disinfection

The disinfecting agent is effective against

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Prepare disinfectant by diluting with water (max. 30° C) with the desired concentration.

Immerge masks completely in the solution, ensure masks are consistently wetted for the whole residence time
while immersed in the disinfection solution.

Subsequently rinse all components intensively (approximately 3 minutes) with clear, lukewarm, running water.

To complete the rinsing process, submerge masks in clear, lukewarm water for 12 minutes.

After Disinfecting the Product

Check the mask and its components, especially the valves and valve seats for detergent residues and if necessary
rework affected parts.

Perform a functional check, visual check and leak test after disinfection.

After each cleaning and disinfection, the full face mask and its components must be checked for material changes.
If necessary affected parts have to be replaced.

Dry masks at max. 60°C.

If applicable remove detergent residues.
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
